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Whilst our curriculum takes students on a chronological journey through 
time, themes are interweaved throughout our curriculum: from Magna 
Carta to Civil Rights, medieval kings to the rise of Fascism, and the 
Crusades to 9/11. Students experience a knowledge rich, diverse and 
ambitious history curriculum powered by high value enquiry questions.
